Over the summer, Maryann Hyatt and Ken Singer introduced families to the new
Adult Family Care Program that BCARC is proud to offer families. The Adult
Family Care Program provides supports in a home setting that prevents out of
home placement for individuals with disabilities who cannot live safely on their
own. Eligible individuals can continue to live at home with their families, or if
they choose, to live with nefamily members.

Participants need to be MassHealth eligible and need assistance with activities of
daily living, such as personal care, meals and supervision. In addition, the AFC
Program maximizes the potential for community participation for individuals with
disabilities by allowing them to live in their community while receiving needed
supports Caregivers can receive significant monetary support according to the
needs of the individual they care for.

Funding for the Adult Foster Care program comes from MassHealth through the
Massachusetts Executive Office of Elder Affairs. Multiple families have shown
interest in the program thus far, and BCARC is hoping to see the program expand
in the coming Year.
